BonJour’s Argument
1. Most of our beliefs rely on inference of one sort or another.

2. In order for these beliefs to be justified, we must be justified in using the inferential methods we use.

3. The only possible justification of these inferential methods is intuition.

4. Thus, either our intuitions give us justification, or something very close to radical skepticism is true.
